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Creation - The Second of Three 

In our education, from either formal education or through the church, I can say that unless you were one 

of the rare ones of educational truth, we have been lied to about creation itself. Lied maybe a strong word 

here but at least we can clearly state that we were not told the truth. This withheld information is the 

foundation for us not understanding just who we are. As we migrate through this second post of Creation 

things may become a little clearer or they may just muddy the waters of understanding more. In either 

case, you will need to begin your own research so that you can adjust your understanding and beliefs 

accordingly. 

 

What do we know about the physical manifestation of God's Kingdom? Many think that the first 

manifestation of God's Kingdom began in Genesis 1:2. However, if we examine scripture, we are told that 

God had already created His angels because they were present when God created man in Genesis 1:26 

and 27 as part of the Creation story. In doing so, God needed a home - His Kingdom - to provide a place 

of refuge.  

 

We identified the God in His creation mode was Elohim as stated in the Hebrew text. In Hebrew Elohim, 

singular Eloah, (Hebrew: God), the God of Israel in the Old Testament. ... When referring to Yahweh, 

Elohim very often is accompanied by the article ha-, to mean, in combination, “the God,” and sometimes 

with a further identification Elohim ḥayyim, meaning “the living God.” 

 

Genesis 1:1 "In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth." This was the first creation within 

God's mind. Between this and the creation of told beginning in Genesis 1:2, God had created the 

manifestation of His Mind.  

 

What we know from the above passage is the heavens and earth were created during this time period. We 

have no clue on the measurement of time this took. We are told in scripture that a day is like 1,000 years 

and 1,000 years is like a day. 2 Peter 3:8 "But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is 

with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day." 

 

God speaking to Job in Job 38:4-7 "4 Where wast thou when I laid the foundations of the earth? declare, 

if thou hast understanding. 5 Who hath laid the measures thereof, if thou knowest? or who hath stretched 

the line upon it? 6 Whereupon are the foundations thereof fastened? or who laid the corner stone thereof; 



7 When the morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God shouted for joy?" God identified that 

there were beings which he created before Genesis 1:2.  

 

We also know from Ezekiel 28:12–17 "12 Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and 

say unto him, Thus saith the Lord God; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty. 13 

Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and 

the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: 

the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created. 14 

Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of 

God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire. 15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways 

from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. 16 By the multitude of thy 

merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast 

thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of 

the stones of fire. 17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by 

reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold 

thee." 

 

We are told the story of the battle between Lucifer and Michael in Heaven casting Lucifer from Heaven to 

the Earth. Revelation 12:7-9 "7 And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the 

dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, 8 And prevailed not; neither was their place found any 

more in heaven. 9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which 

deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him." 

 

And in Isaiah 14:12-15 "12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou 

cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! 13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend 

into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the 

congregation, in the sides of the north: 14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the 

most High.15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit." Isaiah reveals something that 

has never been taught in any church I have ever been affiliated with. Let's examine what Isaiah tells us.  

 

In verse 12 Isaiah makes a statement "which didst weaken the nations!" The word nations was translated 

from the Hebrew word go-v-yim. Go-v-yim comes from the root word gav. Gav means the back or midst.  

 



In verse 13 Isaiah uses the word "congregation". The word congregation used in the development of the 

canon by Constantine in 325. The original word used was assembly. Assembly is translated from the 

Hebrew word mo-v-ed. Mo-v-ed is defined as appointed time, place, or meeting and comes from the root 

word yaad. Yaad means to appoint.  

 

If God had created Lucifer as part of the creation of man, then God would have told us so. In Ezekiel 

28:13-17 "13 Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the 

sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the 

carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that 

thou wast created. 14 Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon 

the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire. 15 Thou wast 

perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. 16 By the 

multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: 

therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering 

cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire. 17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast 

corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before 

kings, that they may behold thee." The part we want to pay attention in this topic discussion is verse 13 

and 14. Ezekiel identifies for us that Lucifer was in the Garden of Eden underneath the covering of God. 

Ezekiel calls this place the holy mountain of God in verse 14. In verse 13 the phase "thy pipes" was 

changed through the creation of the canon by Constantine in 325. The original texts were translated into 

the word setting. Setting in Hebrew is tup-pei-cha. Tup-epi-cha means a timbrel or tambourine. 

 

What Ezekiel gives us is the picture of Lucifer's role before his rebellion. Lucifer was an anointed Cherub 

who was positioned as the overseer on the holy mountain of God called the Garden of Eden orchestrating 

the angels in musical worship to God.  

 

So, what we know from scripture is that God (Elohim) created the heavens and the earth. When he created 

the heavens and the earth there was no darkness. So, the heavens and the earth was full of light after His 

creation. Revelations 21:23-25 "And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: 

for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. And the nations of them which are 

saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it. And 

the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there." Revelations 22:5 "And 

there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth 

them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever." 



 

So, we know from all the above scripture that God created (manifested/created) His Kingdom (Universe - 

both Heaven and Earth) that was home to the angels of God. We know this to be true also because in 

Genesis 1:2-27 Lucifer was already on the Earth.  

 

With the above foundation we can clearly understand that the second creation was the physical 

manifestation of Heaven and Earth with all of God's angels. So what did this Universe look like? 

 

Heaven 

We are told that the Heavens have ten (10) levels or dimensions. In the book of Enoch we are provided 

the ten levels of Heaven.  

1. First heaven keeps a great Sea held above terrible treasure like store-houses that are based in the 

clouds. [We need to remember that Enoch's view of this was what was revealed to him by God 

AFTER sin entered the picture. What Enoch is describing is the water above the firmament. We 

get the details of this in the creation story in the Book of the Beginnings called Genesis. Genesis 

1:6-8 "6 And God said, Let there be a firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the 

waters from the waters. 7 And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were 

under the firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so. 8 And God 

called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the morning were the second day."] 

2. Second heaven has a place of great darkness holding angelic prisoners who await judgement. [We 

need to remember that Enoch's view of this was what was revealed to him by God AFTER sin 

entered the picture.] 

3. Third heaven has both a heavenly paradise with the Tree of Life rooted into the earthly paradise, 

and a torturous place of cruel darkness surfaced by murky fire. 

4. Fourth heaven contains the dynamics of the sun passing through sets of twelve Sun gates, which 

have influence on the earth and moon. 

5. Fifth heaven has fastened the Prince of rebellion, and the Grigori who remain silent until the 

arrival of Enoch. 

6. Sixth heaven, a residence of archangels, Phoenixes, Cherubim and six-winged ones who observe 

the goings on of earth. 

7. Seventh heaven has the many-eyed ones and regiments of angelic orders singing to their Lord in a 

gentle voice. 

8. Eighth heaven, called Muzaloth, is the changer of seasons, of drought and rain, and of the twelve 

constellations of the circle of the firmament. 



9. Ninth heaven, called Kuchavim, is where the heavenly homes of the twelve constellations of the 

circle of the firmament, are. 

10. Tenth heaven, called Aravoth, resides God, who in the Hebrew is called Aravat. Science calls this 

the 10th dimension - the 10th dimension is a single point that represents all the possible 

branches of every possible timeline of all the potential universes. ... To recall string theory, 

superstrings vibrating in the 10th dimension are what create the subatomic particles that make up 

not only our universe, but all universes. 

 

Before sin entered the picture the first and second Heaven did not exist. The Heaven was connected to the 

Earth as one continual space. The first and second Heavens come into place when Lucifer rebels against 

God and God cast him out of Heaven and closes the one-piece continual space.  

 

Earth 

Earth has very little details about in scripture or ancient texts prior to Genesis 1:2. However, there is some 

information that shows the connection of Earth to Heaven as one continual space. In Revelation 21:23-25 

"And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten 

it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: 

and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it. And the gates of it shall not be shut at all 

by day: for there shall be no night there." Revelations 22:5 "And there shall be no night there; and they 

need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever 

and ever." 

 

Because we are told that God is the same yesterday, today and forever so would it be with anything He 

has created. Hebrews 13:8 "Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever." So, God's creation 

before sin would be the same vision as given to John when he wrote his revelation in the book of 

Revelation. 

 

So where was the connecting point between Heaven and Earth. We find this in our foundational text. It is 

the holy mountain of God or the Garden of Eden. Heaven with all its original eight dimensions included a 

ninth dimension called holy mountain and a tenth which was earth itself.  

 

Angels 

We now understand that angels were part of this second creation. How many angels were created? While 

we are told throughout scripture that there are thousands, we are not told the exact number. In Matthew 



26:53 Christ was speaking "Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to my Father, and he shall presently give 

me more than twelve legions of angels?” But because of the description of the fall of Lucifer and his 

angels we can now calculate the number of angels created. We are told that one-third of all angels were 

cast out of Heaven with Lucifer. Revelation 12:4 "And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, 

and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman, which was ready to be delivered, 

for to devour her child as soon as it was born."  

 

We can look at the math and determine a number or we can just look at the world today and see what it 

says to us. If you look at the Georgia Guide Stones, we are told that the number is 500 million. If this 

represents 1/3 then God would have made 1.5 billion angels.  

 

Whatever the number is God would be required to put a governmental hierarchy in place to maintain 

control over His Kingdom. We are told of this hierarchy within scripture. This hierarchy of control is 

known as God's Apostolic Government. 

 

Specific categories of angels are as follows: 

1. Cherubim Angels 

2. Seraphim Angels 

3. Archangels or Chief Angels 

4. Prince Angels  

5. Common Angels 

6. Guardian Angels 

7. Ministering Angels 

8. Avenging Angels 

 

When you consider the process of creation and seeing the categories of Angels God had created before 

Lucifer rebellion or creation of man ask yourself this question. Do you think God knew was to come into 

begin over time from His creation? Do you not think that He set things up when no sin had entered the 

heavenly realm for a control structure?
